FISHING FEES AND PERMITS

Children 12 years and under may fish free, with their
adult who has a permit, limit 1 catfish. Everyone 13 and
older must purchase a permit. Permit fees are $8 per day
and must be clearly visible at all times. 5 catfish per
permit per day. One permit per day no second permit. A
fine for anyone fishing without a permit or in excess of the
5 fish limit is $50. You may urchase your permits at the
Country Store or Security. Subject to change, if you catch
an albino fish you will be paid %10, or any fish over 5 lbs.
you will be paid $2 per lb if you elect to release the fish
in the presence of a staff person.

ATTENTION FISHERPERSONS - Monthly fish derby!! If
you catch a lat;ie fish, bring it by the Country Store to get
your picture taken. Ifit is the largest fish at the end of the
month and choose to release it you "win" 7 daily permits.

If your fish is 5 lbs. or more and you elect to release your
fish the resort will pay you $2 per Ib., but you will not be
eligible for the monthly derby. Good Luck! Remember to
discard your old fishing line properly. It is dangerous for
our ducks and geese and other fowl.

NOTICE
Wilderness Lakes is on a pressurized sewer system. Please
do not put rags, clothing, diapers, or feminine products in
the toilets/sewers.

RECYCLING CORNER
Please help us lower our trash costs by using the white
bins (green bin in front of the Country Store) for all your
recyclable products, they accept all paper products,
plastic, glass and tin, except aluminum cans. The preserve
personally recycles the aluminum cans which can be
Elaced in the blue cans by most of the restrooms or in the
lack bins up by the Country Store and Family Pool gate.

ENERGY CONSERVATION TIPS

Turn off lights in unoccupied areas. Refrain from using
excessive lighting, ie. decorative and awning lights for
extended periods of time. Use propane heat instead of
electricity. Enjoy the fresh air instead of running your air
conditioner. Be sure that the filter is clean for maximum
efficiency. Please make sure all appliances are turned off,
when you are leaving your rig. Also, please turn off the
breaker in the electrical box before you plug in or unplug,
this helps us save on outlet repairs.

SECURITY CORNER
MEMBER GUEST POLICY
1. All guests must be pre-registered at Security.
2. All GUEST vehicles are $5 a day or night.
3. Maximum of 6 people per guest site. A
maximum of 3 tents per site or 1 RV and 2 tents
per site.
4. Guests visiting three hours or less will be
refunded their $5 guest fee.
CAMP GROUND CURFEW: All persons under
the age of 18 must be in and remain in their
campsite at 10 pm unless accompanied by an
adult.

Please take your
invoice and pay at Security. Motorhomes must
approach from the east or west on California
Street and be parked with propane tank within
the white lines on the ground for filling. Bottles
must be removed from RV's and are only filled
on the ground.
